Youõre about to make  
this choice easier 

mailto:parkavenue@mosaiccd.org


 

 

The historic Park Avenue community is 

home to more than 12,000 of Omaha’s 

residents.  Over the years, this vibrant ur-

ban neighborhood has gone through a 

number of physical social, economic, and 

cultural changes.   

While there is great prosperity for some, 

others living in the neighborhood are of-

ten faced with having to make impossible 

choices when caring for their basic needs, 

including choosing between buying food 

for their families, paying rent, or receiv-

ing needed medical treatment.  Only 1 in 

10 residents owns their home and house-

hold incomes are strikingly low.  This 

lack of equity and earning power leaves 

few safeguards between a stable home for 

a family and homelessness.  

Certainly the community is facing chal-

lenges, but there is substantial 

reason to remain hopeful.  Family life has 

always been a visible and vibrant 

part of the neighborhood, with the area's 

cultural and ethnic tapestry now 

b e i n g  p r e d o m i n a n t l y  H i s -

panic.  Neighbors and faith leaders are 

already hard at work, and we invite you 

to join our efforts.

Who Are We?   

Neighbors United is a diverse network of 

over 20 area faith leaders from 12 local 

faith communities and organizations fo-

cused on responding in relational service to 

pressing local needs and concerns. 

The collaborative group first came together 

in January 2008 to share thoughts and ideas 

about both the needs and assets in the area; 

we continue to meet monthly as we work 

diligently and collaboratively toward the 

vision of a stronger, healthier Park Avenue 

community.  

Why Community Meals?  

The purpose behind offering a weekly Sat-

urday meal to our local neighbors is two-

fold:  meeting practical needs and building 

community. 

With 1 in 4 local residents living below the 

poverty threshold, offering a free weekly 

meal will begin to alleviate the persistent 

strain on neighbors living in material pov-

erty.  Furthermore, we all need to be heard 

and known as individuals; the dinner table 

provides a beautiful opportunity for fami-

lies, neighbors, and the larger community to 

come together, building authentic relation-

ships and developing a greater sense of 

community.
